It is with deep sor-
row that we announce 
the passing of Lawrence 
Robert Edwards, on July 
15, 2025. He was 75 years 
of age. 

Lawrence was born 
to Robert and Margaret 
Edwards on November 8, 
1948, in Nokomis Union 
Hospital. He was the eld-

est boy among his many brothers and sisters, Karen, 
Linda, Dorothy, Doug, David and Susan. 

Lawrence grew up on the Eureka family farm and 
as a young boy he enjoyed helping his grandpa Butch-
art. Among his many early memories, he remembered 
his mom and dad packing up all seven kids, a tent and 
lots of food and heading on a camping trip or to Mani-
tou Beach for a Sunday picnic and swim.

rence attended Nokomis school starting in grade seven 
where he graduated, and after completing his school-
ing, he worked in construction until he began farming 
in 1963. On June 26, 1968, Lawrence became engaged to 
Donna Isobel Beeler, and they were married on Novem-
ber 2, 1968.

Their first home was on the Carter Farm where they 
remained until they made the decision to move into the 
cottage located on the Eureka Farm, where Jeff and Tina 
currently reside. During the renovations of the cottage, 
they recalled a short stay with newlyweds Daryl and 
Laurel Holte. On January 12, 1971, Michael Lawrence 
Edwards was born and two years later, Jeffrey Douglas 
Edwards joined the family on March 14, 1973. In 1990 
Lawrence, Donna and family moved to Beeler Seeds, 
taking over the business established by Donna’s brother 
Borden Beeler. Lawrence and Donna have been on the 
Beeler family farm since. 

Lawrence was a true volunteer, and was involved in 
Mike and Jeff’s hockey teams, the Nokomis Kinsmen, 
numerous other community projects, and most recently 
kept score at the Jansen Jets games in Nokomis. 

Lawrence will be greatly missed by the love of his 
life, Donna (nee Beeler); his two sons, six grandchildren 
and one great grandson: Mike (Shelly), their family: 
Ashton, son Sullivan, Jacob (Alyssa), and Warner; Jeff

Newton Melvin Taylor 
was born on the farm in 
the Kilmory District on 
October 4, 1937 to Pearl 
and Kenneth Taylor.

He attended Kilmory 
country and Watrous 
school until grade eight. 
He then worked as a farm 
labourer in the area. Later 
he  worked at Morse, 

Sask. as a grader operator for the RM and then moved 
to northern Manitoba to build a dam at Point Du Bois.  

After the death of his brother-in-law Neil, Newt 
moved to Lockwood where he helped his sister Edna 
run her farm. In 1972, Newt married Eileen V. Kirk and 
moved to Nokomis. He worked for the RM of Wreford as 
a grader operator until his retirement. 

Newt was involved in sports whether it be as a par-
ticipant or a fan all his life.  He was a manager/coach of 
his nephew Jim's sandlot baseball team for years and 
enjoyed it immensely as he was a back catcher in his 
early years.

Newt became a resident at Lanigan Lodge in the 
summer of 2016 which he called his home until his 
passing on July 27, 2025.
